enrolled in an MBA program
in Patchogue. A busy single mom,
Nobile was looking for ways to
reduce her commute. “My com-
mute is 17.5 miles and it is all of
50-60 minutes,” she says. “I can’t
take the train or the bus; I have to
drive.” Nobile decided to lighten
her driving time by searching for a
carpool partner.

She put her Internet knowledge
to work and began looking online.
“I wanted to find a person who
was heading toward Great Neck,”
she says. “I was even willing to
drive someone to the train station
and drop them off each day — any-
thing to get into the HOV lane.”

Nobile clicked on
www.4commute.com, entered
her carpool preferences, and

crossed her fingers. “The next
day, I got a phone call from a
woman [named Lucille] who
said I popped up on her carpool
matches.” Nobile says she was
very honest about her expecta-
tions. “I explained that I needed
to drive every day, that I can’t be
late for work, and that I can’t pick
anybody up. Lucille agreed [to
Nobile’s requirements] and we
decided to split the costs for gas.”

Having another human in the car
gave Nobile the HOV lane access
she’d coveted. On days they ride
together, she and Lucille, reduce
their commute by 15-20 minutes
each way.

While she enjoys the many ben-
efits carpooling brings, Nobile is
frank about the concessions. “You
can’t talk on your cell phone, you
can’t stop off anywhere on the way

says Nobile. “When things calm
down, we’re going to start back.”
In the meantime, Nobile created
a PowerPoint presentation about
carpooling for one of her graduate
school courses. “We had to do a
fun project based on resources you
can get from the Internet, so I did
my project about my search for a
carpool partner.”
